Of the 200 young people that have completed the 6 months 78% have progressed into sustained
employment or an apprenticeship and a further 2% have taken up further learning. This data although
positive, is a very early indication of progression, as numbers exiting the programme, are small at this
stage.

The private sector strand is ahead of it’s projected performance in terms of job opportunities created. To
date 3,926 have been created and approved in the private sector which equates to 80.3% of Jobs Growth
Wales.

The third sector strand which is currently managed by the WCVA have created 16.5% of the total job
opportunities which are primarily community-based.

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Carl Sargeant: The budget for capital investment in walking and cycling routes in 2013/14 includes £5
million for Safe Routes in Communities and £1.650 million for trunk road schemes. In addition we will
be allocating £23.492 million to the Regional Transport Consortia, this incorporates the previous

Sustainable Travel Centre funding. A minimum spend of £7.66 million of this capital funding must be
allocated to active travel measures.
