The Minister for Culture and Sport (John Griffiths): The historic environment is clearly a critical element of Wales's tourism offer and forms a key component within Visit Wales's overall marketing campaigns. In view of this it's not possible to disaggregate expenditure for this element from within a much wider campaign. Visit Wales's overall marketing budget for 2012-13 was £8.6m; and, this covers all marketing campaigns including travel trade and media engagement programmes.  
A visitor survey conducted in 2011 showed that 62% of visitors to Cadw sites came from Scotland, England or Northern Ireland; therefore UK visitors have a huge impact on Cadw’s visitor numbers and annual income. 

70% of visitors to the Cadw website, www.cadw.wales.gov.uk are from England; therefore regions in England are an important focus in any online advertising campaigns. 

As well as direct marketing spend Cadw also promotes its sites in England through reciprocal membership arrangements with English Heritage, Historic Scotland and Manx National Heritage, where members of those heritage bodies gain free entry to Cadw sites, and vice versa. Further information can be found on www.cadw.wales.gov.uk. Cadw is also currently working on collaborative methods of working with the National Trust.
