For each investment, please provide the asset class. For equity 

investments please include the full name of individual equities, the 

quantity of each share held, and the total and unit value of each 

equity. 

  

2. Fund managers 

Please provide a list of any external managers and/or advisors 

employed by the National Assembly for Wales for the purposes of 

managing pension fund assets, with a copy of the corresponding 

procurement brief and the total cost of their services for the 

corresponding financial year. 

  

 

1. The information requested is published in the Assembly Members’ Pension 

Scheme Annual Report and Accounts. Previous annual reports and accounts 

are also available on our website.   
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As this information is already available your request is subject to section 21 

of the Freedom of Information Act 2000 which exempts information that is 

already reasonably accessible by other means.   

 

2. Again, this information is available in the Assembly Members’ Pension 

Scheme Annual Report and Accounts. 

 

Please note, the National Assembly for Wales (‘the Assembly’) holds 

information relating to the Assembly Members’ Pension Scheme on behalf of 

the Trustees of the Members’ Pension Scheme.   

 

Under section 3(2) of the Freedom of Information Act ‘information is held by 

a public authority if— 

(a) it is held by the authority, otherwise than on behalf of another person’. 

 

So, information held by the Assembly on behalf of another person (in this 

case on behalf of the Trustees) is not to be regarded as ‘held’ by the 

Assembly for the purposes of the Act.  In the circumstances, the Assembly is 

unable to disclose this information. 

 

If you wish to request the disclosure of information not already published, 

you may wish to contact the Trustees directly at the following address, 

bearing in mind, however that the Trustees are not a ‘public authority’ under 

the Freedom of Information Act and would therefore not be under any legal 

obligation to comply with Freedom of Information Act requests.
