The National Assembly:




(i) opposes the proposed new fees regulations under the Freedom of
Information Act which would allow authorities to refuse on cost grounds a
high proportion of requests which they are currently required to answer;

(i) further notes that Fol policy is not devolved to Wales, unlike Scotland,
and that public authorities in Wales will be free to apply charges;

(iv) considers that such changes would undermine discussion of public
affairs, accountability and trust in the work of public authorities; and

(v) calls on the First Minister to ask the Westminster Government to
abandon these proposals.
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
