Events and exhibitions held on the National Assembly for Wales (the Assembly) estate are committed to achieving the Assembly’s purpose, aims and objectives, in particular supporting Assembly Members (AM), raising public awareness and participation in the work of the Assembly, and increasing our engagement with the public. All events and exhibitions must be sponsored by an Assembly Member.
Event and Exhibition Locations
There are three main event and exhibition locations on the Assembly estate: the Senedd, the Pierhead and Siambr Hywel. The Events Team will decide on the most appropriate space for your event once all information has been provided on our event enquiry form. 
Planning Process

The Assembly’s Events Team has responsibility for advising on the planning and approval process for all events/exhibitions and managing the successful delivery of all such events. 

The specific criteria to be considered in relation to each event are set out below.
Events and Exhibitions approval criteria
The event/exhibition must meet all of the following criteria:
· it must be sponsored by an AM
· it must be open to all 60 Assembly Members to attend 
· It must meet the Assembly events terms and conditions;
· It must be politically impartial and represent a balanced view;
· It must not cause offence; and

· It should appeal to a wide audience

In addition the event/exhibition must meet at least one of the following criteria:

· encourage and develop public awareness of and engagement with the Assembly and/or the democratic processes;
Or
· provide a platform for Welsh influence at home and abroad; or
Or
· promote significant historical, constitutional or cultural events/anniversaries with a clear link to democracy and/or the Assembly’s history/role or work. 
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
