Key Facts in Eliminating DA in Wales

· Children are 3 times more at risk where both parents are involved in DA (ref. as above)
· 32% of Childline calls (mainly girls) complain of physical abuse by their mothers, compared to 31% against fathers 

· 70% of abusers (women and men) have been abused as a child 
.  A website for a Domestic Abuse Shelter cites 73% of men as having been abused as a child 
, however, most abused men did not become perpetrators
.
· Prevalence of DA within families is 

·  Mother sole aggressor = 43%
· Reciprocal aggression (mother and father) = 41%
· Father sole aggressor = 16%
· 97% of men do NOT fit the gendered political profile 

· “The “masculine” appearing woman is not necessarily the perpetrator” 
 in same sex female relationships.
· 27% more married men than married women suffer from partner abuse 

· 2,554 men in Wales were issued with crime report references by the Police as victims of criminal DA acts in 2011/12
 and women are three times more likely to report DA than men.
  
· There are only 10 dedicated refuge spaces in the whole of Wales for men.

· Lesbian women in the UK suffered three times the level of DA (12.4%) compared with heterosexual women (4.3%) in 2008/9 

· 572 international studies covering 371,600 people summarised in an annotated bibliography reveals, “women are as physically aggressive, or more aggressive, than men in their relationships with spouses or male partners”.

Conclusion

DA brings suffering directly to women, men and children. Eliminating DA requires a range of gender sensitive responses that recognise the individual needs and responsibilities of both women and men.
Protecting children, who are at three times more risk when both parents are involved in DA, must be a central focus of all actions to address DA and disrupt generational cycles of abuse.

These actions can only be effective if they address the underlying systemic and relational issues facing both women and men.

Gendered politics puts politics before the practical needs of women, men and children.

It is vitally important to intervene effectively in the learned DA behaviour of children who may otherwise go on to become abusers themselves.

A report in the Journal of Offender Rehabilitation states:

“It is concluded that females are as abusive as males in intimate relationships according to survey and epidemiological studies. This is especially so for younger “cohort” community samples followed longitudinally. Predictors of intimate violence with women appear to be similar to those of men; including antisocial criminal records, alcohol abuse, and personality disorders.
Although it has long been recognised that North American women are equally likely to be either perpetrators or victims of intimate abuse …. In large part this knowledge has been prevented from influencing public policy and informing interventions” 

Discrimination against same sex female relationships must also be addressed and gender sensitive services developed to address the particular issues experienced where there is same sex female DA.

A gender neutral approach in which both men and women bear suffering and responsibility for DA addresses these issues, is more humane, has demonstrable proven success and is more cost effective and does not undermine or discriminate against boys and men or same sex female relationships.
There is justified fear in Wales about speaking out 
 against gendered politics.
