Add as new point at the end of the motion:

Recognises that the recent re classification of cannabis fails to break the link between drug 
traffickers and drug users and condemns the confusion caused by this re classification.

2. Jocelyn Davies (South Wales East)

Add as new point at the end of the motion:

Notes that alcohol advertising glamorises drinking to young people and regrets the National 
Assembly's lack of powers to introduce a ban on alcohol advertising and calls on the 
Minister to negotiate with the UK Government the transfer of these powers as a matter of 
urgency.

3. Jocelyn Davies (South Wales East)

Add as new point at the end of the motion:

Calls on the Minister to bring forward a report, to a meeting of the Social Justice Committee 
within the next six months, on how Assembly funds are being used to tackle substance 
misuse.

Expresses concern at the failure to account for all the money and resources previously 
committed within the Health budget for substance misuse services and calls on the Minister 
to provide regular updates to the Social Justice Committee on efforts to account for these 
resources.

2. Jonathan Morgan (South Wales Central)

Add as new point at the end of the motion:

Requires the Welsh Assembly Government to increase the number of residential 
detoxification and rehabilitation facilities in Wales.



3. Jonathan Morgan (South Wales Central)

Add as new point at the end of the motion:

Calls upon the Welsh Assembly Government to clarify with the UK Government the 
application of the law regarding Class C drugs.

4. Jonathan Morgan (South Wales Central)

Add as new point at the end of the motion:

Calls upon the Welsh Assembly Government to promote greater awareness of the dangers 
of driving whilst under the influence of toxic substances.

5. Jonathan Morgan (South Wales Central)

Add as new point at the end of the motion:

In recognising that abuse encompasses substances - which although they are legal, have a 
detrimental impact on the individual's health and the services provided for our communities - 
calls upon the Welsh Assembly Government to enhance education programmes which 
highlight the dangers of alcohol and tobacco.

Add as new point at end of motion:

Recognises that swimming is one of a number of leisure activities that are beneficial to 
health and wellbeing and which should be freely available to children and young people 
under the age of 16 in local authority facilities.

2. Jonathan Morgan (South Wales Central)

In point 2, delete 'the commitment' and replace with 'also the co-operation'.

3. Jonathan Morgan (South Wales Central)

In point 3, replace 'Welcomes' with 'Notes', and add at the end of the sentence 'and calls for 
a more constructive scheme, adapted to offer free swimming lessons'. 

4. Jocelyn Davies (South Wales East)

In point 1 delete all after 2003 and replace with: 'and the success of Rhondda and 
Caerphilly councils in expanding this scheme to dry sport activities'.

'Calls for the use of integrated local and national advertising to increase participation, 
specifically amongst the disabled, and those taking up the WASA challenge to improve their 
swimming skills.'
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
