Lesley Griffiths: | am answering these questions together. Information on current appeals ie those from
16™ August 2010, is not held centrally, as responsibility for considering these rests with the relevant local
health board where the person resides or resided.

The new arrangements for retrospective claims came into effect on 13" June 2011. They are outlined in
the Welsh Government Circular (13/2011) and cover claims up to 15" August 2010. These claims are
managed by a Project Team in Powys (teaching) Health Board on behalf of all Health Boards. In
resolving such claims, any amount reimbursed includes the calculation of any interest due. Due to the
complex and chronological process of evidence gathering for each case and their own particular
circumstances, it would be impractical and potentially misleading to measure the average or relative time
taken to process claims.

In the first ten months of the project, the current position in relation to the number of retrospective claims
handled by Powys LHB is:

In the case of the retrospective claims
managed by Powys, we have also set out clear requirements and milestones that all claims are resolved by
June 2014. Officials are working with the Project Director on the targets to be met at key stages over the
coming two years, and to ensure robust audit and performance management arrangements are in place.

The Commission is proud of its gold standard Investors in People award and it is important, as an
exemplar employer, that we also play our part in supporting this national initiative.

The workshops in question were short, taster sessions and part of a wider programme which also offered
work related opportunities, including getting the most out of performance appraisal, surgeries to support
staff with promotion opportunities and using secondment to support career and personal development.
The workshops were run by Craft in the Bay, a Cardiff Bay based charitable organisation. The cost of the
individual sessions was as follows:

Based on the number of delegates, this amounted to approximately £16.00 per head. This amount was
paid from the corporate training budget and, whilst all workshops were open to Assembly Members and
support staff, there was no cost to the Assembly Members’ professional development budget.

In line with the goals of “Learning at Work Day” the aim of our programme was to demonstrate to
employees the importance of learning in the work place. Providing a range of activities, including a small
number of activities which had a fun element, helped to engage staff with the programme and introduce
them to the role learning can play in transforming lives and organisations.

The NIACE Dysgu Cymru for Adult Learning at Work Week also took place from 12 May. Supported by
the Welsh Government, it offered over 700 workshops throughout Wales which included different
activities to encourage people to learn in a variety of contexts.
