We are working towards replacing non-recyclable disposable cups completely,
by September 2018.

We are working with our catering supplier to identify compostable or
recyclable drinking water cups to replace the single use plastic cups used
currently and will switch to these alternatives by September 201 8.
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We will also be carrying out awareness campaigns to encourage staff and
visitors to use refillable bottles wherever possible to help to reduce the usage
of water cups adjacent to water fountains in our buildings.
