Mark Drakeford: The OpenEyes Electronic Patient Record Pilot is a promising solution for the informatics demands of the Hospital Eye Service across Wales. The system is currently being piloted in one hospital clinic and a full evaluation report, including recommendations based on the findings from the pilot will be produced for consideration by June 2013.
It is essential for technology to be used effectively to support better care for patients. It can also support improved working between primary and community care. We are currently developing our Eye Health Care Plan for Wales (the consultation closes mid May) and the use of technology to improve service provision will be considered as part of this work.
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
